Protecting what is right goes beyond recognizing right and wrong; it requires standing firm
against negative pressures and having the courage to speak up, especially in situations such as
school bullying. Through designing flashcards, students visualize appropriate behaviors, reinforce
key knowledge, and turn it into concrete actions.

This project not only enhances aesthetic thinking but also helps students regulate their behavior
in a positive way, in line with the subject’s spirit of respecting the truth.
